SECTION1 - GRANTS WITH DEADLINES

Church grants up to £10,000
Under the Church and Community Fund grants of up to £10,000 are available to community projects run by parish churches, deaneries, dioceses and other bodies connected to or working in partnership with the Church of England. Projects supported must promote, aid and further the work of the Church of England. This does not exclude Anglican projects in partnership with ecumenical or other-faith partners, which are warmly welcomed, but it does exclude projects run by secular bodies which have little or no connection to the Church of England, overseas projects and projects in which an Anglican body is not a key player at a local level. Typical projects supported by the CCF might include; employing a youth worker; renovating an old church hall for use as a community centre; providing hot meals for the homeless in a church room.

'Get Digital' which will be delivered on the Government's behalf by the National Institute of Adult Continuing Education (NIACE) and Digital Unite - will provide residents with access to computers and the training they need to make the most of the new technology on offer. Local schools will also link up with sheltered housing schemes so that young and old can learn together. As part of the programme, Get Digital will provide grants to set up communal IT facilities and to support and sustain those facilities as well as work with residents, scheme staff, Registered Social Landlords (RSLs) and the wider community to promote, deliver and sustain digital literacy skills for older residents in sheltered housing. Get Digital is open to sheltered housing schemes and RSLs throughout England. The project which will run until March 2011 will support directly 195 schemes and a further 300 via the Get Digital website Sheltered housing schemes will be invited to apply to participate in Get Digital from end-January 2010, with the programme beginning in March 2010 and running until March 2011.

Funding for young film makers

First Light Movies provides grants to projects that enable young people to participate in all aspects of film productions. Since launching in 2001, First Light Movies have enabled over 12,000 young filmmakers to write, act, shoot, light, direct and produce over 800 films. 

The funding is available to organisations such as schools, youth services, community and voluntary groups that work with young people aged between 5 and 18. Every year approximately £700,000 of grants are available through three funding streams:

1. The Studio Awards provides grants of up to £30, 000 for between two and four films of up to 10 minutes.

Funding for amateur football leagues

The Football Association (FA) was founded in 1863 as the governing body of football in England.  It is responsible for all regulatory aspects of the game from the grass-roots level to the professional level. This scheme aims to fund football leagues (outside the National League System) so they can purchase equipment that assists in the administration of that league.

A grant can be applied for based on the size of the league.  The size of the league is dependent on the number of registered teams and will be based on £10 per team.  A minimum grant of £250 and a maximum grant of £1,000 will apply.  For leagues with 150 teams or more, it will be possible to apply for a grant of up to a maximum of £1,200.  If a league is not registered for VAT, then these costs can be included in the total cost and grant-aided.  Below are four examples to illustrate the level of grant aid available dependent on the size of the league:

League A: administers 15 teams and will be eligible to apply for the minimum grant of £250.

League B: administers 65 teams and will be eligible to apply for a grant of £650.

League C: administers 110 teams and will be eligible to apply for the maximum grant of £1,000.

League D: administers 150 teams and will be eligible to apply for the maximum grant of £1,200.

The grant may be claimed against the purchase of new computers, computer-related equipment or office equipment, up to 1 May 2010.  The specific items of equipment that will be considered for grant-aid during this period are listed below:

Priority will only be given to equipment purchased for any of the following league officers: League Secretary, Registration Secretaries, Referees Secretary, Fixture Secretaries, Results Secretaries or Website Editor.

Low Priority: Equipment purchased for league officers other than those listed under 'Priority' heading will be considered a Low Priority.  A Low Priority application will be considered on its merits; however, an award of funding cannot be guaranteed.

To qualify for grant aid, the league must fulfil the following criteria:

Must be located in England. 

Must be FA or County FA affiliated. 

Must be outside the National League System. 

Must be below Step 5 in the Women's Pyramid of Football. 

Must be 11-a-side/youth/mini-soccer/small-sided (non-commercial) league. 

Must be non-profit-making. 

Applications will only be accepted in Season 2009/10 from leagues that did not receive grant aid in either 2007/08 or Season 2008/09 from this scheme.

Exclusions: Leagues that received funding in 2008 or Season 2008/09 will not be eligible to apply for funding in 2009/10.  Grants will not be awarded retrospectively (ie for equipment purchased prior to 2009).

The primary use of any equipment purchased must be to assist the administration of the league and should be regarded as essential for that administration.  Where computer equipment is being purchased, the League Finance Sub Committee must be satisfied that the equipment will be in constant league use.  The requirement for the equipment must be stated on the application form.

Leagues should first ensure that the equipment to be purchased is eligible and meets the minimum specification. 

2010 deadline: 1st  May 2010.
Applications should be made on the form available to download from the website.  Copies of the receipts and invoices must be attached to the application form.

Funding to develop media skills for disadvantaged young people 
Mediabox, a Department for Children, Schools and Families fund to enable disadvantaged 13-19 year olds living in England the opportunity to develop and produce creative media projects, using print, television, film, radio or online platforms, has announced that its Mid Mediabox funding programmes will re-open for applications on the 26th February 2010. Individual support grants available for disadvantaged pupils 

The e-Learning Foundation has announced that although round 13 of its Home Access grants programme to provide Computers and Internet access to disadvantaged pupils has now closed, funding is still available for Individual Support Grants. 

These grants are aimed at individual students from low income families whose educational opportunities are being limited by their lack of home access and do not fall under any relevant home access programme i.e. the school equity programme does not cover the year group they are in; the school does not run an equity programme; they fall outside the Home Access grant criteria e.g. KS1, 4 or 5; or other personal circumstances. 

Schools are invited to identify individual students on whose behalf they would like to apply for a grant. While an individual family can receive up to 50% of the cost of provision, schools should not expect to receive more than 30% overall. There is a £50 processing charge per application (which should be for a minimum of 10 pupils).

Unlike the normal equity programme the families will own the equipment and must be prepared to pay the difference between the cost and the grant if they are to benefit. 

Under a similar scheme, the e-Learning Foundation recently worked with T-Mobile to trial a mobile broadband scheme in Alderman Bolton Primary School in Warrington. Ten families in Year 4 who did not have Internet access at home and who were eligible for free school meals have been given T-Mobile dongles on a pilot scheme. The school provided a financial commitment to purchasing the dongles and the parents make a monthly contribution. The remainder is paid for via a grant from the e-Learning Foundation.

Support for young people with mental health problems 
This programme aims to provide support to organisations that work with young people with mental health problems aged 11-25. 

There are two strands to the programme. Services for young people which funds a range of services and approaches to help young people experiencing mental health problems make positive changes in their lives; and Training which will also fund work that ensures those working with young people with mental health problems, especially in general youth work settings, have access to good quality training to improve their skill base and confidence levels. Funding is available to organisations providing general counselling and therapeutic interventions, as well as specialist projects focused on particular issues such as eating disorders or bi-polar conditions. 

Grants available vary between £25,000 and £40,000 per year for up to three years. Previous projects supported include a £90,000 grant over three years to help fund a help line for young muslims with mental health problems who are often stigmatised; and Step Forward (Tower Hamlets) which received a grant of £60,000 over three years to provide help to young people who self harm or have eating disorders.

Support for refugee and asylum seeking women programme 
Organisations that work with or can reach women refugees and asylum seekers that have experienced rape, torture and other forms of violence in their home countries can apply for funding from the Comic Relief Refugee and Asylum Seeking Women programme. There are two strands to this programme. Direct support to women which will fund support services with the aim of helping women cope better with the trauma they have experienced. Support for young people experiencing domestic and sexual abuse 
This programme aims to provide support to organisations that work with young people aged 11-25 who have experienced domestic and sexual abuse. There are two strands to the open programme. "Crisis Support" will fund support services helping young survivors to cope with the physical, emotional and mental harm that they have experienced. This could include services such as counselling, advocacy and group work. "Young Voices" will fund work that helps young people to heal through having a voice. This could include setting up a new survivors group or support for an existing group. This fund will also cover work which aims to build networks of young survivors who can speak out to policy makers, planners and the sector, so that their views and voices are heard directly. Applications are welcomed from a range of agencies who reach young survivors but will give priority to applications from groups who can demonstrate a track record around domestic and sexual abuse, or work with young survivors. Comic Relief are especially keen to encourage applications for work with young people from black and minority ethnic communities as well as hard to reach groups of survivors such as young people excluded from school and young people at risk of homelessness.

No single application can be allocated more than half of the regional budget available, and a cumulative grant limit for all WIG payments of £100,000 per property also applies.

SECTION 2 – ONGOING GRANTS

Funding for projects in the field of custody and community 

This Lankelly Chase Trust provides grants in the region of £10,000 - £15,000 a year for up to three years for projects under the following areas: 

• Women offenders - This Trust aim to fund models of service delivery that fit into the blueprint set out in the 2007 Corston Report on women in the criminal justice system. 

• Short term or remand prisoners with multiple complex needs (inc. young offenders) - Projects that work with prisoners who are likely to be in and out of prison frequently, they must have multiple problems inc. mental health issues and often do not engage with, or are excluded from, services inside or outside custody. 

• Immigration Detainees - Projects that support vulnerable detainees in overcoming the difficulties in accessing information as well as torture victims, those with mental health problems or who have been trafficked and children. 

They are interested in funding service delivery as well as campaigning, development of social enterprise ideas, establishment of networks and strategic partnerships. 

Applicants should be confident that the work they are seeking funds under this programme falls within at least one of the following: 

• Provide early help to meet the needs of offenders in the community and/or to diver them from custody.

• Reduce the damage and disruption done by prison or detention (in practical and emotional terms). 

• Link ex-prisoners or former detainees into support in their communities. 

• Strengthen the voice, self-confidence and sustainability of the sector.

Funding for community shops in rural areas

The Village Retail Services Association in partnership with Esmee Fairbairn Foundation and Co-operative and Community Finance have funding available to support the start up  of new Community owned shops in rural areas of England or  to save an existing shop by transfer to community ownership. The funding which will be available over the next three years will provide up to £40,000 per shop. This will be made up of a grant of £20,000 together with a loan of £20,000 from Co-operative and Community Finance.

Eligible applicants will include community based organisations located in rural communities of not less than 300 residents. The community is required to raise match funding through community contributions, which could take the form of share capital, donations raised through community fundraising events and grants obtained from other sources to the same or greater value than the grant requested from the Village CORE Programme. At least some of the funds raised should have been provided by the community itself and not solely through external grants. 

The application process commences with a telephone interview with one of the programme managers. If the community appear to meet the criteria within the programme timeframe and if Village Core funds are available, application forms are sent electronically where possible to the main contact person on the committee. 

 The forms must be returned within 6 weeks of the telephone interview.

Funding to support needy young people in the community

Social workers, health visitors and support workers working for a statutory agency or voluntary organisation can apply for funding through the Frank Buttle Trust to help children and young people in desperate need. Grants are intended to make a positive contribution to their lives when their safety, health or development is at risk. The item (or service) to be funded should be critical to the well-being of the child/young person, and items that are merely desirable, rather than essential, will not be eligible for support. The grants available provide necessities such as beds, bedding and essential items of furniture and household equipment. The Trust also has an arrangement with Comet for washing machines, cookers, fridges and other white goods that can be delivered directly to applicants. Applications must be made through a statutory agency or voluntary organisation that is capable of assessing the needs of the child/young person, and that can also administer a grant on behalf of the Trust. In the financial year to 31st March 2008 the Trust made 9,481 Child Support grants, totalling £1.94 million. Applications can be submitted at any time.

Grants for faith based organisations to engage in social action 
The Church Urban Fund (CUF) has announced that it is seeking applications from churches and faith-based groups under its Mustard Seed Fund. The aim of the fund is to provide grants to enable churches and faith-based organisations to engage in social action through supporting them to initiate, develop and formulate ideas and opportunities in preparation for undertaking larger pieces of work. Mustard Seed Grants can pay for specific activities but not for on-going revenue expenditure, deficit funding, or retrospective spending. The Church Urban Fund particularly assists churches in deprived areas in their outreach to their local community and aims to support the mission of the Church. 

Eligible projects need to be directly tackling the effects of profound poverty and should be working in the 10% most deprived areas in England. The 'Mustard Seed' programme makes grants of up to £5,000. The programme operates on a rolling basis and applications can be made at any time.

Government announces new health and social care volunteering fund 

The Department of Health (DH) has announced that its new "Health and Social Care Volunteering Fund" will open for applications in January 2010. This new fund replaces the Opportunities for Volunteering (OFV) scheme which has been running since 1982. The new scheme will continue to support local volunteering projects in health and social care, and open up the floor to national projects to improve health and wellbeing. The scheme will award grants for volunteer projects which could include schemes such as providing friendship and support to vulnerable adults, community services for disabled children and help for those living with and affected by HIV. It will prioritise projects which work towards key aims such as improving adult social care and reducing health inequalities. The Fund will run concurrently with the OFV until 2012 to allow projects already being funded to run their course.

The first funding round will be for local projects, followed by a second round later in the year will support national schemes. Any third sector organisation wishing to run volunteering projects in the health or social care will be able to apply for funding.

New funding for veterans of World War Two 

The Heroes Return 2 scheme will provide Lottery funding to help World War II veterans that saw active service and are resident in the UK or the Republic of Ireland to take part in commemorative visits (within the UK and overseas) to mark the anniversary of events that led to the end of WWII. The offer includes Normandy veterans wanting to attend events this June of this year but also extends to Veterans who saw service in other overseas theatres in 1944 and 1945, such as Monte Cassino, Arnhem, Okinawa, Burma, Libya and the Far East during WWII. We are also happy to support WWII veterans that wish to attend commemorative events in the UK.  

WWII veterans resident in the UK or Republic of Ireland who saw active service overseas with or alongside the British and Allied Armed Forces in the Second World War. WWII veterans may be accompanied by a spouse and/or a carer.  Widows and widowers of WWII veterans are also eligible, in most cases. Applicants can apply for a fixed amount grant of between £150 and £5,500 depending on the number of people taking part and the destination. It is difficult to determine demand precisely, so we have decided to focus on supporting each eligible application and meeting the demand as and when it occurs between 1st April 2009 and the deadline for applications, which is 31st January 2011.  

Grants towards the costs of commemorative visits.    A fixed amount of money will be available for each veteran and their spouse and/or carer towards the cost of their visit.  There will five levels of funding according to the destination. These fixed amounts have been set so that there is enough money to cover the cost of travel and insurance.
