    of interest. Bringing this type of success story to people’s attention will help motivate them into becoming more active citizens   


   and reduce the sense of things being “a done deal”.





This success story may be a little old but still demonstrates the effect a well organised campaign can have on local issues. In March 2009 a group of 9 parents who already had children at St Mary’s Primary School in Tilbury were faced with the prospect of having to send one of their other child to a different primary school, a situation which was not only impractical with regard to being in two places at once but also hard to explain to the children involved why they wouldn’t be going to school with their brother or sister. 


Danielle Pasquale wrote to the Council and along with some of the other parents affected also approached their local MP to support them. After various meetings involving the Council, the school and the parents a way forward was found. All the children were accepted into the school and plans to increase the school’s capacity were brought forward to help alleviate the problem for the following year. 


The parents involved could have just sat back and moaned among themselves but by joining together and going through the right channels they managed to change what at first appeared to be a lost cause.
